One Ton Truck Policy
(adopted by Council

Purpose:

The purpose of this policy is to provide a service to the Town of Cabri residents through the use of the one ton truck for the collection of home waste. 
Policy:

Residents of the Town of Cabri should set their waste out for collection by the Town’s waste collection contractor, whenever possible.
The Town’s one ton truck shall be made available to residents who require it for the loading of waste items that will not be collected by the Town’s waste collection contractor.  The one ton truck can be booked on a first-come, first-serve basis by contacting the Town Office during regular business hours.  The one ton truck will be delivered to the residence for loading by the resident/s.  Upon completion, the one ton truck will be picked up and the waste disposed of by Town employees.  The cost for this service will be $100.00 per load.

If a contractor is using the One Ton Truck for a project, the cost will be $100.00 per load.  Payment should be made at the Town Office prior to the truck being used.

Residents who have health issues or who are seniors AND are unable to load the one ton truck themselves, may contact the Town Office during regular business hours for pick-up of their waste items.  Items will be picked up and disposed of by Town employees.

Residents who are in arrears with any amounts owing to the Town of Cabri will not be provided with this service until such time as their account is current.
